CREATIVE MOVEMENT PROJECT

HOMONYM – TWO WORDS THAT SOUND THE SAME BUT ARE SPELLED DIFFERENTLY

Examples:

Ring/Wring

Two/too

No/Know

Peace/Piece

1. With a partner, make a list of ten pairs of words that sound the same but are spelled differently, homonyms.

2. Choose the best five of these words and put them in 2 columns.  Make sure that each partner agrees on their distinct meaning of each word.

3. Imagine a place.  Each person should be in the same “PLACE”

Example:  A festival, beach, a magical place!

4. Create a movement/motion/gesture/body attitude for each pair of words.  In other words, you will have 10 movements.  REMEMBER YOUR MOVEMENTS.  Write a description of each movement next to the homonym.

5. Each person must now choose one column.

6. On a separate sheet of paper write title it “HOMONYM CREATIVE MOVEMENT PROJECT.”
a. Write the words of the column you chose.  Keep the words in the same order.

b. Write the lace in which you chose.

c. Write a short story about the “place” using all of the words in the column you chose.  KEEP THE WORDS IN THE ORDER IN WHICH THEY WERE WRITTEN DOWN.
7. Memorize your text to where you could recite it!!!  

8. Recite your text and perform the movement that you wrote down for each homonym.

9. Create transition movement that will be added between the homonym gesture movements you already created with your partner.

10. Once you and your partner have created your own movement phrases, practice them together so that the “shared” homonym words are heard simultaneously.

a. YOU ARE RECITING THE TEXT AS YOU PERFORM.

b. BE CREATIVE: You may have pauses, intertwine together, use contact, or weight sharing to relay your homonyms at the same time

11. BE CAREFUL OF RUSHING THROUGH THE VOCALIZATION OF THE TEXT!!  ALLOW TIME FOR THE MAGIC MOMENTS TO OCCUR WITH THE STORIES AND THE “SHARED” WORDS.
